Serve with a sprinkling 
of feta cheese on top!

This recipe can be made in the fall or winter with blanched vegetable such 
as asparagus or broccoli.  You can substitute ravioli for the tortellini, green 
pepper for the red, green olives for the black or a large chopped tomatoes 
for the cherry.  Use whatever you have in the fridge or your pantry; just 
make sure you get a colorful mix!

Tech Tip #2
Maintence
This is important maintenance of your system that 
needs to be performed once a month or whenever 
something changes on your system.  If you notice a 
slowdown in speed, a failure to connect or a problem 
with your email, you will want to clear the system 
with this procedure before you resort to other 
troubleshooting.  Many, many times this will solve your 
problems.  

•  Unplug the modem (and router if you have one) and 
your computer.

•  Let them rest unplugged for about 3 min. This lets 
them cool down and reset themselves.  Electronics 
often collect extra pieces of programming and can only 
re-sync back to the way they were by being idle for a 
few minutes.

•  Plug everything back in starting with the electronics 
closest to the electrical outlet.
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
